All the gates have now (October 2009) been put in place but many public rights of way have not yet 

been made accessible onto the moor: most of these can still not be walked despite one of the HEATH 

Project's aims being to improve access. A group of about 6-10 longhorn cattle are now on the moor but 

spend much of their time in adjacent óback-upô fields or around Tregeseal Stone Circle. Many people 

are now being put off from going onto this moor.
