(2) UNCOMPLETED WORKS

Although the HEATHProject has been signed off as completed there are still many works shown
on various ns that have not been finishddhis file is not intended to be a complete record of
uncompleted HEATH works but merely a sample to demonstrate that work has stilcariasly,

not been finished even though most, if not all, the items were invoiced to Interreg (and Heritage
Lottery Fund?) before the end of December 2008.

It is our contention that a not inconsiderable amount of public funding fnaas been wasted b
the HEATH Roject partners by installing unlawful and unsatisfacteoyks that had to be

undonebo.
We thereforeconsider

1. That wasted funding should be repaid by Natural England as lead partner in HEATH to the
relevant fund providers (Heritage Lottdfynd and the European Regional Development
Fund).

2. That the HEATH Project should never have been signed off as completed when, even today
over a year since it ended, many works have still not been completed so that much of the

HEATH investment in infrastruare has been tied up in uncompleted works.

3. That in signing off the Project before all installations were complatéact highlighted in a
|l etter by the National Audit Office dated
a comprehensive audit dfé HEATH Project as carried out in West Cornwall should be
carried out without delay; any further works halted; and a moratorium placed on grazing
